» the Center treats is called Apraxia. We do not know
.|\ why kids have apraxia but we know it is a dysfunc-
tion of the part of their brain that coordinates how
they move their body in space and time. In our kids
% case their speech. Understanding Apraxia is difficult
for us because we have such an easy time knowing
where we are in space and time.
To understand an Apraxic child's challenge try this
fun exercise. Take a mirror and place it on a table where you can comfortably see
yourself write your name.
1. Write your name normallynot to hard right.
2. Look at your hand in the mirror and write your nanaglittle harder.
3. Cover your hand so you can only see the reflection of your hand and write
your name a lot harder.
Children with apraxia must learn to speak with this kind of poor spatial information
about their speech.

Steven came to the Center not talking at the age of 4 1/2. He still only ate simple
baby foods and his speech was nothing but vowels. He temper tantrumed to get his
what he wanted and hugged to say thanks. We first taught him sign language be-
cause hands movements are easier than speech movements. After, Steven had some
signs to replace his behaviours, we set to work on his speech. Speech has steadily
improved and he now speaks in three and four word phrases. Children with apraxia
are multiple year projects and Steven is doing well.

Steven today with a lot of help is academically on grade level. His speech is still
different than other children but he is quickly closing the gap. We know that after
almost 2 years of therapy he will soon be like every other children.
